Parish Council meeting held in Chelmarsh Parish Hall on Thursday 23rd October 2014 at 7.30pm.

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.

1.
Appointment of Locum Clerk:

Following the death of the Clerk, Mrs Elizabeth Yeomans, it was RESOLVED that Mrs Freda Morris, Clerk to Stottesdon and Sidbury Parish Council act as Locum Clerk until a permanent Clerk is appointed.

2.
Apologies for absence:

None.

3.
Declaration of interests:

The Localism Act 2011, Relevant Authorities (Disclosable Pecuniary Interests) Regulations 2012.  
Members are reminded that they are required to leave the room during the discussion and voting on matters in which they have a disclosable pecuniary interest, whether or not the interest is entered in the register of member’s interests maintained by the Monitoring Officer.

Cllr K Hornby declared an interest in item 7a as he is the applicant.

Cllr A Davies declared an interest in item 7b as he is a relative of the applicant.

Parishioner’s time – Standing Orders to be suspended for this item.

No parishioners present.

5.
Minutes of last meeting – 5th August 2014:
These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED that these be accepted as a true record and Chairman signed these accordingly.

6.
Matters arising from minutes:
Clerk read out the following email from Andy Oliver, SC:

1.       Lower Sutton Farm – Ongoing issue with water running down the access drive for Lower Sutton Farm – Following a meeting with Mr Bob Collins an order was issued to Ringway to install a tarmac rollover to guide the water towards the road drain. I am still waiting for this work to be carried out. 

2.       Hedge cutting has taken place in Church lane and is scheduled to take place along Ingram lane shortly.

3.       Blocked drain on bend opposite Old Kings Arms PH – I have been chasing up the jetter with Ringway and I am hopeful that this will be addressed in the coming weeks.

Incmoor House – the trees on the edge of the road have been moved back and trimmed but this was not what had been agreed. Following discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk write to Graham Downes asking him to push the Legal Department to get this matter resolved as soon as possible as this has been outstanding for quite a while.

Overhanging trees on the main road between the Church and Manor Farm have not been dealt with – Clerk will remind SC about this.

7.
Planning applications:

a)
14/04429/FUL – Erection of 2 storey and single storey extension – Dinney Farm, Chelmarsh:
Cllr Hornby declared an interest and left the room as he is the applicant.

Cllrs looked at the plans and as they were unsure as to the proposals it was AGREED to invite Cllr Hornby back into the room just to explain the extension. 

After Cllr Hornby explained the plans he left the room again.

Cllrs discussed the plans and it was RESOLVED that the plans be supported providing this was within permitted development.

Cllr Hornby was called back into the room.
b)
14/04291/FUL – Erection of single storey rear extension, existing house to be rendered – Red House Farm, Covert Lane, Chelmarsh:
Cllrs Davies declared an interest as relation to the applicant and left the room.

After discussions it was RESOLVED that the plans are supported.

Cllr Davies was called back into the room.
c)
14/04010/FUL - Erection of 28 residential units with a restriction for holiday use – Astbury Hall, Astbury, Bridgnorth:
Cllr Cadwallader felt that this additional housing was making a village in its own right.

Cllr Davies felt that there should be a right hand lane turning into this development on the main road the same as ought to be installed by the Bulls Head.

After discussions it was RESOLVED to support the plans with the following comments with Cllrs Cadwallader and Hornby abstaining from voting.

· Number of proposed dwellings

· Public footpath runs across proposed development.

· Road infrastructure – amount of extra cars from this site.

· Access, in particular secondary access, to a single dwelling.

· Holiday let restriction – how will this be monitored?
d)
Any others received after issue of the agenda:
No further plans received.

8.
Planning permissions/refusals:
None received.

9.
Financial matters:

Accounts to be paid: BT telephone account - £62.75 – Clerk explained that following a request from the Chairman and Vice Chairman she had contacted BT to cancel this line (which has been done) and confirmed that BT had said not to pay this account until a final account was sent. Clerk explained about the bank mandate to BT who agreed that the account be paid as soon as possible after this had been sorted out. Chairman thanked Clerk for sorting this out.

Npower -   £82.74 (September) and ££83.68 (October) – Cllr Williams had discussed the problem with cheque signatory regarding the September account (he was unaware of the October account) and Npower had agreed to wait for payment. Cllr Williams will contact Npower again.
To consider joining SALC/cheque: Clerk confirmed that she had been in touch with SALC who said that the account would be charged as pro rata and would be approximately £83. Clerk had also informed SALC of the cheque signatory problem. It was RESOLVED that the Parish Council should join SALC and pay as soon as the bank mandate is sorted out.
Bank mandate – Cllr Williams confirmed that the cheques at present required 2 Councillors plus the Clerk to sign. A new mandate was to hand and it was RESOLVED to remove Mrs Elizabeth Yeomans as a signatory and amend to any 3 to sign the cheques and it was agreed that Cllr Williams is left to deal with this matter.

10.
Correspondence:
Clerk confirmed that Highley Parish Council would be holding a meeting for the Highley Place Plan review on 10th November, 7pm at the Severn Centre and Councillors were invited to attend.

Cllrs put the date in their diary and would attend if available.

11.
Reports on Parish Hall Committee/Neighbourhood Watch/Police:
No report from Parish Hall Committee.

Cllr Cadwallader read out some alerts received on behalf of the Neighbourhood Watch although most were not relevant to the parish. One was an attempted break in at a shed at Ingram Lane – intruders left empty handed after being disturbed by the home owner.
Cllr Hornby reported flytipping in a gateway of beds/bedding/cupboard on land owned by Severn Trent along the original driveway to New House/Dinney Farm. Clerk will report this to Severn Trent.

Potholes – one on the bend by the old Kings Arm Pub and the other near to Astbury Lane/Church Lane turn. Clerk will report these to SC.

12.
Dates of future meetings:
After discussions it was RESOLVED to go back to the third Tuesday of the month and to reduce these to every other month. If planning applications come in then an extraordinary meeting will have to be called.
Clerk asked what their Standing Orders said but it was unclear about these. It was further RESOLVED that the next meeting be held on 18th November to appoint a new Clerk. 
13.
Appointment of Parish Council Clerk: **

Cllr Williams will mention this at the Cricket Club dinner this weekend and it can be discussed as an agenda item at the next meeting.
