Guest speaker – Police (if in attendance):

Minutes of last meeting – 26th April 2016:
These had been circulated and it was RESOLVED that these be signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from minutes:
Meadow House – all in hand with Managers in touch with the Parish Council.
Rights of Way – no response received from SC.

Chairman’s annual report:
Chairman reported that this was his 2nd year as Chairman and thanked Cllrs and Clerk for their support.
Ben Walker from SC (Broadband) had attended a meeting and concern had been expressed that Hampton Loade residents were paying for fibre optic but were not getting it. They were encouraged to lobby the MP and Unitary Councillor.
Meadow House held an ‘open day’ which had been attended by some Cllrs and residents which appeared to have been quite positive.
Speeding through Chelmarsh – it was agreed to invite the Police to the next PC meeting to discuss this. There appeared to be no interest from the Police regarding traffic calming and despite issues being reported to 101 the response had been very negative. It was agreed that the PC would write to the Police Commissioner

Shropshire Councillor’s report:
· Cllr Tindall pointed out his concern regarding speeding traffic as he had witnessed this when delivery election leaflets and confirmed that he would also write to the Police Commissioner.
· It was also suggested that a request for a speed camera van to visit Chelmarsh be made.
· Affordable Housing – rules are very strict and a site visit will be made.
· Attended a site visit at Hampton Loade with Graham Downes and Cllr Bebb regarding the verges being cut up by lorries/large vehicles. They will continue to monitor this.
· ROW - continuing to chase, Sonia’s list is being looked at.
· Hampton Loade ferry – Cllr Tindall had been questioned about this from a fellow Cllr and assuming the PC are interested in what happens to the ferry he will carry on investigating possibilities (grants for rebuilding could be available).
· Cover t Lane – will ask graham Downes to look at this again and will report back to PC.
· Broadband – Hampton Loade very slow – will contact Ben Walker on behalf of residents.

c) Red telephone box at Hampton Loade – Clerk confirmed that SC had been in touch regarding this and after discussions it was agreed that this would be retained despite low usage as the mobile phone network is so bad in case of emergencies due to the very close location of the SVR and River.
