It was RESOLVED that both minutes be accepted as a true record and were duly

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Incmoor trees – Clerk read out email from Andy Oliver (SC) confirming that he still waiting for an update on this situation and would pass on any information when received.

b) Flytipping – Locum Clerk reported that after calls to Severn Trent it was discovered that the land was owned by South Staffs Water – after making contact with Mr Mooney (Southern production Manager) the rubbish was removed.
c) Memorial bench prices – Locum Clerk confirmed that s137 can be used for the purchase of a bench as this is for the benefit of the Community and handed round a brochure she had obtained from Cyan. The matter will be looked into further with Mr Yeomans and the Cricket Club.

Erection of porch and single storey extension linking to existing annex – Ashwick House, Chelmarsh.  Application number: 14/04456/FUL:
Councillors had no objections to this application ad it was RESOLVED to support this.

Meadow House – Certificate of Lawfulness – Application number: 14/04696/CPL – For ‘Information only’:
Whilst Councillors appreciated that this application was sent for ‘information only’ it was felt that they should express their concern regarding the close proximity to a neighbouring development of some elderly residents. There is also a similar establishment not too far away from this proposed site in the parish. Councillors also asked that the 24 hour care is enforced.

It was RESOLVED to write to the Planning Department with these comments and also copy in Cllr Tindall.

Correspondence:
Shropshire Seniors – The Forum newsletter received.

Western Power Distribution – Letter asking for an update to the Inventory regarding the street lighting in the parish. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk writes and asks for a copy of the inventory and then this will be looked into.

9.
Parish problems:

a) potholes – email from Andy Oliver confirmed that potholes previously reported have been filled and a monthly inspection is due next week so any new defects will be picked up and passed to Ringway.
It was also pointed out that the potholes on the Kings Arms bend are bad.


Andy Oliver also confirmed that he was waiting for quotes to come back to cut the trees between Manor Farm and the Church and as soon as he received these he can issue the work.

Shropshire Council owned hedges along Ingram lane will also be cut this week.

10.
Reports (if available) from:

Parish Hall Committee – no report available.
Neighbourhood Watch _ Cllr Cadwallader read out a Parish Watch report but nothing relevant to Chelmarsh.
Clerk reported that she had received an email regarding a break in at Chelmarsh where a substantial amount of jewellery had been stolen. No one appeared to have heard about this and Clerk promised to forward this to Cllrs on email.

Police – no report available.
Unitary Cllr Tindall – the following report was emailed to the Clerk:

1. The University in Shrewsbury expects to take undergraduates from September 2015.  A few post graduates have already started their studies.  The Guildhall (almost now emptied of by Shropshire Council) will be the administrative centre and the Theatre Severn will be used for lectures.  The location of the new Halls of Residence is still to be decided but accommodation for the short term has been identified in the top floor of a building that Shropshire Council owns but leases out.

2.       The Brown Clee Zone of LJC21 will, subject to the Council’s Cabinet Approval, be merged with Bridgnorth LJC with the exception of Chelmarsh which will join Highley’s LJC.

Report from LJC meeting 11th November 2014:
Cllrs Theobald and Williams attended this meeting.

Cllr Theobald reported that Roy Broome (Highley PC) had been elected as Chairman with Chelmarsh PC being voted in to join the LJC and Chris Reeves (Severn Centre) also voted onto the Committee.

Speakers were Paul Tulley (Futurefit) who talked about how to organise health care in Shropshire, Telford & Wrekin and mid Wales. There is still some uncertainty but thinks that there might just be one hospital for Telford and Shrewsbury and the rest downgraded.

Cllr Theobald mentioned the car parking problems at both Shrewsbury and Telford Hospitals.

The second speaker was Andy Begley (Shropshire County Councils Head of Adult Social Care) who talked about the changes and impacts locally in Adult Social Care. It is thought that help will go out to patients at home.

12.
Documents storage:
All Parish Council documents will have to be removed from Mr Yeomans house and the possibility of storing this in the loft at the Parish Hall was discussed. It was felt that there would be room but damp might be a problem for paperwork.

It was RESOLVED that Cllrs Theobald and Bebb look into prices of filing cabinets/drawers and Cllrs would look in the loft and other areas of the hall at the end of the meeting.

13.
Dates of future meetings:
Clerk had discussed the suggestion of altering the meetings to every other month with SALC who suggested that this decision should be left until the Annual Parish Council meeting – RESOLVED to leave this until then.
Cllrs pointed out that the PC do not normally meet in December so the next meeting was fixed for the 20th January 2015 but if anything urgent comes in then a further meeting will be called.

14.
Appointment of Parish Council Clerk:
No public and press were in attendance.

Chairman read out the application from Mrs Morris (Locum Clerk) who then gave a brief background into her current job as Clerk and qualifications. She also gave details obtained from SALC for Councillors to consider when making a decision.

Mrs Morris was asked to leave the room while Councillors discussed the application.

Mrs Morris was called back into the room when the Chairman announced that a unanimous decision had been reached to appoint her as Clerk on a 6 month probationary period for 7 hours per week. Clerk will monitor hours worked, as suggested by SALC.
Clerk will draw up the necessary contract of employment.

It was RESOLVED that Mrs Morris will be added to the bank mandate.

Chairman also confirmed that the Parish Hall is booked for the 3rd Tuesday of each month for the PC meetings and he gave the Clerk telephone details for Mr and Mrs Hobbs.

There being no other business the meeting closed at 8.55pm.
