Parish Council meeting held in Chelmarsh Parish Hall on Tuesday 23rd June 2015 at 7.30pm.

Chairman opened and welcomed everyone present.

Parishioner’s time:

Mr Summers addressed Councillors regarding the issues at Meadow House which he lives next door to. Clerk gave a brief update of the situation and read out the email from the Police.
As Unitary Cllr Tindall was in attendance he pointed out that he was a member of the Young Peoples’ Scrutiny Committee and a meeting was due to be held the next day where he would make some enquiries regarding this matter and report back to Clerk and Mr Summers.

Clerk confirmed that she had talked to the Planning Officer and highlighted the problems and the Officer suggested that the PC perhaps call a meeting with the owners/carers/resident to discuss the problems.

Mr Summers thanked everyone for their help.

Chairman’s signing of declaration of acceptance of office:
Chairman signed the declaration and this was duly witnessed by the Clerk.

Apologies for absence:
None received although Cllrs Bebb and Davies were not in attendance.

Minutes of last meeting held on 26th May 2015:
These had been circulated to all members and it was RESOLVED that these be signed as a true record and were accordingly signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s update: 

· No further information from SC re: Ingram Lane, Incmoor trees etc.

· No further response from SC or MP regarding Meadow House

· HMRC – Clerk had today been told that the matter had been resolved and that there were no charges outstanding and all PAYE was up to date. Cllr Cadwallader confirmed that she had received the email confirming the latest payment. Clerk has been told that the email address had been amended and it was suggested by HMRC that she goes on the website to try to amend this again.

· Bench – on the agenda later.

b) Any other matters arising:
Unitary Cllr Tindall reported that he was meeting with Graham Downes (SC) on Friday 3rd July and invited Cllrs to meet with them to show them around the parish and problems. Cllr Theobald offered to attend and Cllr Williams will if he is able to. Meet at Parish Hall at 1.15pm.

Clerk will provide Cllr Tindall with a list of problems raised.
The state of the hedge opposite Manor Farm was commented on again as this is causing problems when large vehicles meet. Clerk confirmed that this had already been reported to SC but would email again.

Incmoor Trees – still not been dealt with. Clerk will write and ask for the current position of the legal action.

Parish problems:
Road conditions and potholes commented on again.

Footpath from the Bulls head to the Church is deteriorating. Clerk confirmed that she had already reported this but would send a reminder and add this to the list for Cllr Tindall’s meeting.

7.
Reports (if available) from:
a) Parish Hall Committee:
No report available but Clerk had received a letter seeking permission for the sue of the recreation field and cricket field for the fete. Cllrs RESOLVED that this was in order but asked that the Parish Hall Committee check with the Cricket Club that there was no match that day.

b) Neighbourhood Watch:
Emails are being circulated to members.

c) Police:
No report but Clerk confirmed that she had invited the Police to attend the meeting regarding Meadow House but no one was available – email previously read out regarding Meadow House.

d) Unitary Cllr Tindall:
Cllr Tindall thanked the PC for their invitation to the meeting and gave a brief report on the following:

· Highways meeting on 3rd July as previously discussed.

· New University at Shrewsbury
· Planning Committee – response from survey favours 3 Committees to remain (North, Central/South) – this was explained to Cllrs.

· Mobile network – queried reception. Confirmed this was ‘patchy’. EE had been called to Shirehall to discuss problems and promised to send paperwork through to the Clerk.

· Broadband speed – ongoing programme with more funding just received for this.

Cllr Tindall asked when Cllrs if they would like him to attend future meetings and it was RESOLVED that he attends at least twice a year and send in a report for each meeting. Clerk will continue to send agendas to Cllr Tindall.

Chairman thanked Cllr Tindall for attending and then he left the meeting.

a) ‘FOR INFORMATION ONLY’ – Application for Lawful Development Certificate for proposed use as a care home (Class C2) for 4 no. young people between the ages of 10 and 17 – Meadow House, Chelmarsh.  App no: 15/02199/CPL

This matter had been talked about at the beginning of the meeting and as this was for ‘information only’ Cllrs felt that comments should be sent in.

Police had suggested that the PC write to Ofsted regarding this and confirmed that the already have the Harm Unit involved.

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk writes and highlights the problems raised, i.e. concerns raised/wrong position/children appear to need to be more controlled and supervised/child minding facility nearby being affected due to behaviour and to query whether planning permission is required.

b) Quote re: Bench in memory of Elizabeth Yeomans:
Clerk had received a quote from Cyan for a bench with inscription carved into the wood of £467.49 – a 10% discount was given for being a previous customer. Clerk had looked at other benches and this was a very favourable quote with a good service from the Company.

After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk goes ahead and orders this bench for delivery to the Social Club. A quote will be required for a concrete base to stand this on. It was RESOLVED that Cllr Cadwallader will ask Mr Higgins to quote for this work at the Cricket field – position to be agreed with the Cricket Club.
