Parish problems:
· Tinswell – water running all around this ‘old road’ out onto the main road.
· Kings Arms drain – believed to be foul water.

· Road surface/potholes – junction of Covert Lane and from the junction right through to the bridge where the new road surface begins. 
· Speeding vehicles along the Bulls Head straight. Overtaking vehicles have driven onto the pavement. Clerk will write to Alice Dilly

· ‘SLOW CONCEALED ENTRANCE’ sign needed as the trees at Incmoor House are causing visibility problems.

· Incmoor House trees – Cllrs felt that this had gone on long enough and as parishioners are questioning the progress Cllrs felt that they are wasting their time sitting at meetings talking about the problem and getting nowhere with it. It was RESOLVED to write a strong letter to SC, Cllr R Tindall and MP.
· Roadside hedges between Incmoor House and Manor Farm need cutting back.

· Litterpick required on main road from Haybrook to the Church.
