Financial matters:

a) Accounts to be paid:  Clerk’s fees/expenses/HMRC:

Clerks pointed out that due to problems with the HMRC Realtime she was unable to calculate the wages until she can get hold of HMRC to resolve the problem. It was RESOLVED that cheques are signed for the Clerk’s salary and HMRC PAYE payment in order that the year  end could be completed on time.
Clerk’s expenses: £37.16 – this covers all expenses since Clerk began working for the PC. It was RESOLVED that this cheque be paid.

Clerk’s contract of employment/job description:
Clerk had discussed this SALC who confirmed that this was a ‘standard’ contract and job description. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the contract/job description be accepted and signed by Chairman and Clerk.

Policies:
 Standing Orders/Financial Regulations: Clerk explained that the PC should have these important documents in place and had produced these documents which some Cllrs had read through. After discussions it was RESOLVED that these documents be approved and the Chairman signed these accordingly. It was also agreed to ask Mr Richard Millington to provide the PC with a copy of his insurance certificate as he carries out work for the PC.

Asset Register: Clerk could not trace this document and only had a figure on the last Annual Return to work with. After discussions Cllrs considered that their assets were car park, playing field, cricket ground, play equipment, street lights. and after looking through some recently received documents (lease for Parish Hall/cricket field), it was RESOLVED that the Chairman asks Mr Yeomans if he has any further documents and Clerk will also ask  the Internal Auditor if he was aware of this document.
Risk Assessment: Cllrs confirmed that ROSPA carry out a safety check on the play equipment but would have to look into producing a further document. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk forwards to Cllr Woods any information she has and the matter will be investigated.

Transparency Code: Clerk had to hand this document which will shortly have to be adhered to. It was RESOLVED that the Chairman would read this document for next meeting.

Website: Clerk pointed out that in order to comply with the Transparency Code the PC would have to have a website or a link from another one. Clerk had asked Shrop.net who had confirmed that at present they were still able to provide free websites. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk contacts Shrop.net  (SC) to set up a website.
Any others considered necessary: None at present.

Correspondence:

SALC Bulletins – Clerk pointed out that these bulletins included details of training sessions and other useful information.
Electoral Roll updates.
Email re: Change of use at Meadow House – Clerk read this email out to Councillors and confirmed that after speaking to the Chairman she had made enquired with SC regarding this and read out their reply. After discussions it was RESOLVED to write back to Mr Summers asking him to log the situation and report back to the PC. Clerk was asked to copy the Police and Shropshire Council Planning into the email so that they are aware that problems have been reported.
Alice Dilly – Speeding vehicles.  Alice Dilly asked when the speeding was taking place as she did not think that there was a problem. Councillors confirmed that it was mainly ‘rush hour’ when the speeding was taking place.
SALC – Neighbourhood Fund 2015 – no CIL money received.
Council Tax Support Grant decision – this will not be paid to Parish and Town Councils by SC.

· Kings Arms/Covert Lane junction – drain overflowing and pothole.
· Bad state of Chelmarsh/Eardington road in particular on the bridge by the old Eardington Railway Station.
