Parish Hall hire for meetings - £83.90. Clerk had requested this account and emails had been received and as this used to be worked out by the previous Clerk on an hourly basis it had been suggested that a £10 per night charge was made in future regardless of the hours or £6.50 per hour. It was RESOLVED that as most meeting went on for approximately 2 hours then a charge of £10 per night be accepted.

It was RESOLVED to pay these accounts.

Insurance – the renewal had been received for £421.75 (Zurich) with an alternative quote received from AON of £218.52. Clerk had also made enquiries with Came and Company who use 3 different Companies to obtain quotes but they needed some further information before being able to quote (any claims in last 5 years). It was RESOLVED that the Clerk now requests a further quote to be considered at the next meeting.
£46.93 Wayleave cheque received from Western Power – Clerk pointed out that this had previously been issued in the name of Mrs Yeomans so this had been sent back and re-issued in the name of the Parish Council.

Clerk handed all Councillors a copy of the accounts and the account book was presented to the Council. Cllr Williams compared both documents and it was RESOLVED that the accounts be accepted and signed by the Chairman and Clerk.
