



Chelmarsh Parish Council
Parish Council meeting held in Chelmarsh Parish Hall on Tuesday 28th July 2015 at 7.30pm.

The Meadows Care Home representatives: Christine Bird (Residential Director), Wayne Price (Manager), Ian Allman (Registered Manager from Shropshire Council).
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and introduced himself and the Clerk to all present. He also pointed out that ‘parishioner’s time’ was the time for residents to speak but once the Parish Council meeting was convened residents would not be allowed to speak.

The Staff from The Meadows had been invited to the meeting due to a planning application to increase the number of residents from 3 to 4 and to explain to everyone present about The Meadows.

Christine Bird gave an insight into the work of the home and confirmed that there had been a ‘settling down’ period and the reason for the increase in number was due to Meadow House being a large house with accommodation for a 4th person.
Christine pointed out that there are presently 3 children between the ages of 10 and 18 who are being cared for safeguarding reasons.

Parishioners expressed their concern that no attempt had been made by any staff at The Meadows to introduce themselves to residents before the care home opened or to even apologise for the problems caused since it has opened. Questions asked by residents were answered by either Christine or Wayne which included:
· Bad language – addressing this problem.

· Speeding vehicles using this private lane - will be discussed at staff meeting and offered to help maintain the lane.

· No sign indicating ‘The Meadows’ and delivery drivers asking neighbours for directions – this will be dealt with.

· Property owned/leased – Leased.

Christine handed to the Clerk telephone numbers for herself and The Meadows and Wayne would forward his mobile number to the Clerk to give to residents who could then ring the home direct in the event of any further problems.

A parishioner pointed out that there had been a lot of reassuring words but would wait to see how this develops over the next 2/3 months.

Chairman thanked everyone for attending and welcomed parishioners to remain for the meeting which was convened at 8.30pm.

Proposal:  Application for Lawful Development Certificate for proposed use as a care home (Class C2) for 4 no. young people between the ages of 10 and 17

Applicant: Bettercare Keys Ltd (Ms Adie Porter-Webster, Laganwood House, 44 New Forge Lane, Belfast, Northern Ireland, BT9 5NW, United Kingdom)

The above application was discussed and it was RESOLVED to object to these plans increasing the numbers from 3 to 4 for the following reasons:

· Impact on community

· Already 1 care home in this small community

· Position of property close to a cluster of properties with a development for elderly residents close by

· Access - increase in traffic  along  a privately owned drive

· Feel that 3 residents is enough

· Councillors also pointed out that planning permission for additional housing along this lane has been refused due to access problems.
