Annual Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 26th May at 7.30pm in Chelmarsh Parish Hall.

1.
a) Election of Chairman:

Cllr Theobald pointed out that he wished to resign from this position as he had held this for over 15 years. Nominations were requested. Cllr Theobald proposed Cllr Woods (although not in attendance he had talked to him and he was prepared to take over the role, if required). There were no other nominations and it was RESOLVED that Cllr Woods be elected as Chairman.


b) Signing of declaration of acceptance of office:

It was RESOLVED that Cllr Woods signs his declaration at the next meeting.


c) Election of Vice-chairman:

Cllr Williams is the present Vice-Chairman and it was proposed that he carried on. No further nominations were received and it was RESOLVED that Cllr Williams be elected as Vice Chairman.


d) Signing of declaration of acceptance of office:

Cllr Williams signed the declaration of acceptance of office which was duly witnessed by the Clerk.

At this point the Vice-Chairman took the Chair in the absence of the newly elected Chairman.

e) Election of others officers to appropriate committees:

Cllrs Woods and Bebb had recently been appointed as Parish Hall representatives and the current representatives for the LJC are Cllrs Williams and Theobald. All were prepared to carry on with these positions and it was RESOLVED that this be accepted.

Parishioner’s time: Standing Orders to be suspended for this item.

Standing Orders were suspended at 7.35pm to allow the parishioner present to speak.

The parishioner attended the meeting to ascertain what was happening at Meadow House although personally he had had no problems but knew that other residents were concerned.

Chairman explained the situation and Clerk read out letters from Shropshire Council and the MP.

After discussions the parishioner was asked to notify the Clerk or Chairman of any problems or to contact the Police.

Noisy residents at The Glebe were also commented on – Clerk pointed out that anyone receiving problems should contact STAR Housing.

The meeting was reconvened at 8pm and Standing Orders re-instated.

Apologies for absence:
Cllrs Woods (holiday), Hornby (prior engagement). RESOLVED to accept these apologies.

4.
Declaration of interests:

Minutes of last meeting held on 28th April 2015:
Clerk confirmed that the date of this meeting had been added to the minutes. With this amendment it was RESOLVED that these be accepted as a true record and were accordingly signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s update: 

Incmoor House trees – nothing further received so Clerk will chase this matter again.

HMRC PAYE – this matter has still not been resolved but Clerk pointed out that all necessary documents had been sent to HMRC for their investigation.

Repairs to roads need chasing again.

Planning permissions/refusals:

9.
Financial matters:

a) Accounts to be paid:  

Clerk’s fees - £xx and HMRC - £68.60 – it was RESOLVED to pay these cheques.

Insurance – Clerk had received 3 alternative quotes which were all read out. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk checks to make sure that the cover matches the present insurers and if it does then change to Came and Company through Hiscox at a cost of £265.
Donations to WI - £50, Jubilee Club - £50, Chelmarsh PCC - £450. Cllr Cadwallader declared an interest in the WI and PCC cheque as a committee member. It was RESOLVED that these cheques are paid to the relevant committees.
Internal Audit (P A Bradford) - £55 – RESOLVED to pay this cheque.

b) To approve Internal Audit report/completion of Audit document:
The Internal Auditor raised no queries with the accounts except for the £400 which had been paid into the PC account in error. He was happy that this had been dealt with correctly and left a clear audit trail. He also commented how thorough the Clerk had been with the accounts.  RESOLVED to accept.
The Audit form questions were read out to all Cllrs and completed by the Clerk at the meeting. It was RESOLVED that the completed audit form be forwarded to Mazars with necessary documents. 
c) Bench in memory of Elizabeth Yeomans:
Cllr Theobald confirmed that Mr Yeomans was happy for the Parish Council to provide a bench in memory of Elizabeth with a suitable inscription noting her 47 years as Clerk to the Parish Council. Clerk pointed out that she had hoped to receive a definite quote for the bench for tonight’s meeting but this had not come through as yet.

The Cricket Club had indicated that they would accommodate this and Clerk will add this to the next agenda.

Salt bin at the top of Hampton Loade road – Cllr Bebb confirmed that he had talked to someone from SC regarding this as this was damaged and needed removing/replacing/resiting. Clerk will write to SC regarding this.

Clerk also asked Cllr Theobald if there was an account for the refreshments provided by his wife at the Annual parish Meeting but he said ‘no’. Clerk was asked to write and thank Barbara for providing these.
