



Chelmarsh Parish Council
Annual Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 16th May 2017 at 7.30pm in Chelmarsh Parish Hall.

1. 
Election of Officers:

Chairman:
Nominations were taken for Chairman and it was RESOLVED that Cllr R Woods continue as Chairman and signed his declaration of acceptance of office accordingly.

Chairman pointed out that he would not be available for the next meeting and gave his apologies in advance.

Vice Chairman:
Nominations were taken for Vice Chairman and it was RESOLVED that Cllr M Williams be elected and he signed his declaration of acceptance of office accordingly.

To elect any other committees/representatives as deemed necessary:
Parish Hall representatives recently appointed are Cllrs Woods and Davies.

LJC representatives – Cllr M Williams is happy to continue with Cllr Garrett as ‘reserve’.

Public participation (maximum 15 minutes) - the meeting was suspended at 7.35pm for this item.

Mr Rumble one of the new owners of the old The Kings Arms site attended the meeting and explained the planning application to be discussed as an agenda item. The garage will be used as an office/show home during construction of the houses but once houses are built will revert to a garage.
Mr Rumble was asked if there would be room for delivery vehicles to turn on the site due to this being on the bend and he said that they would.

The FP issues have been dealt with.

The name put forward by the PC Kings Arms Court was not liked by the owners and preferred their choice Kings Green as there is already a Kings Court in Bridgnorth. After discussions it was agreed that as the PC preferred Kings Arms Court to retain the connection to the pub/history of the site that the PC would wait to hear back from SC Street naming team.

Mrs Garrett commented on the speeding issue in Chelmarsh and that the Police had been on the Bulls Head road for about 20 minutes on polling day but the speeding continues every day.
Clerk pointed out that the Police were supposed to attend tonight’s meeting to discuss the issues and that she had been contacted by Brian Williams, Traffic Management Advisor, Warwickshire Police and West Mercia Police and the Police Commissioner had also responded and also PC Ann O’Leary confirmed that she would attend tonight’s meeting. Clerk also had further information under Clerk’s report.
If the Police fail to attend later the Clerk will chase this up again.

The meeting was reconvened at 8pm.

Cesspit overflowing:

Response received from Mike Mooney, South Staffs Water:
I’ve been over to Chelmarsh this morning and walked down the bridleway to the reservoir.There is some evidence of outfall down a ditch beside the BW (although no sewage smell) – see first photo. However, it soon dries up (second photo) and is on the ‘wrong side’ of the BW to affect the reservoir ie. if it did get down that far it should flow away from the reservoir.

Speeding complaint: 

Reply from Alice Dilly, SC:

The first course of action here is to establish what the current vehicle speeds are, to ascertain if there is a defined speeding issue. If there is then this is a matter for the Safer Roads Partnership to see if enforcement can be carried out to address these issues. 

I will advise the Safer Roads Partnership accordingly so that they can look to gather some data shortly and I will come back to you with the outcome.

The Parish Council can also submit a request under the Road Safety Policy for consideration of speed reduction measures. This then gets considered every autumn and prioritised alongside others Countywide, for funding in the subsequent year to investigate the issues.

After discussions Councillors raised no objections to this application.

This will no doubt come up for consultation again and can be looked at but there had been media coverage about these kiosks.
