Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 24th October 2017 at 7.30pm in Chelmarsh Parish Hall.

Parishioner’s time:

Clerk introduced the PCSO’s.

PSCO Sue Eden explained that she had been appointed to the area from 1st October and had been asked to attend the meeting regarding the speeding issues. She talked about parking issues around schools and how they get the children involved. She also holds a Youth Cadets in schools which has proved very successful.

A parishioner pointed out that the problem was the speeding and overtaking along the Bull’s Head straight. Sue pointed out that as a PSCO she had no powers with speed cameras but she could park up and the presence of a Police car often served as a deterrent.

It was noted that the VAS sign is actually flashing vehicles at 38mph and should be looked at.
Clerk confirmed that she had received an email from the Community Speed Watch Co-ordinator pointed out that Chelmarsh was eligible for this scheme but would need volunteers.

PSCO Eden pointed out that if residents gave the registration numbers of vehicles she would track this down through DVLA and would go and speak to the registered keeper of the vehicle or write to them.

Chairman thanked the PSCO’s for attending the meeting and they left contact details with the Clerk.
A resident attended the meeting to discuss the fireworks to be let off at the Sports and Social Club on the 4th November. Clerk explained that following the last meeting when permission was granted for fireworks to be set off it had now become known to her that they were actually setting these off on the cricket field and so Clerk checked with the Insurance Company who confirmed the following:

· The PC had Public Liability on the cricket filed

· The party organiser should have notified the PC, Cricket Club and Sports and Social Club of their intention to set off fireworks and gained their permission to do so.

· They should obtain Public Liability Insurance to cover this event and give all 3 involved copies of the cover.

· Risk Assessment should be carried out of the field.

Clerk had been in touch the organiser and had typed out a letter and posted to the organiser, Cricket Club and Sports and Social Club pointing out these facts.

The organiser came to the meeting and brought a copy of the PL insurance taken out and a letter from the Cricket Club confirming their approval and confirmed that he would carry out a Risk Assessment in the next couple of days and forward a copy to the Clerk. Councillors accepted this and Clerk thanked the organiser for attending the meeting.

The Parish Council meeting began at 7.55pm.

· Response from SC re: speeding issues: Clerk road out an email from Adnan Ali, Community Speed Watch Co-ordinator for Warwickshire and West Mercia Police Safer Roads Partnership pointing out that Chelmarsh fitted the criteria for CSW and could look to progress the scheme if the PC were interested. There is no cost to the PC in setting this up.
Cllr Garrett confirmed that he and his wife were interested, and he took the details and Clerk asked if he could get some support from anyone willing to be trained up then to let her have the details to send in to CSW.

· Reply from SC re: Brookfields, Astbury: Clerk confirmed that this was ‘for information only’ and no comments were required from the PC.
