Parish Council meeting held in Chelmarsh Parish Hall on Tuesday 28th November 2017 at 7.30pm.

Parishioner’s time:
A parishioner complained once again about the speeding vehicles along the Bulls Head straight.

Cars waiting to turn right into Bakehouse Lane and often overtaken causing hazards to other motorists.

Cones have been placed saying no waiting/parking along Bakehouse Lane and wondered if the PC knew who/why they had been out there. Clerk had asked SC this and they had noticed these but knew nothing about them but would look into it.

A resident attended to inform the PC that they were considering putting in planning permission in the garden of a property in Chelmarsh. Councillors could not see a problem with this as a new access would not be created but the resident was asked to check if the land had a ‘holding number’. Until plans are submitted then the PC could not comment further.

Apologies for absence:

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s update: 

· Response from SC re: speeding issues:
Alice Dilly replied: I did speak to the Traffic Management Advisor and this has assisted in moving things forward with CSW. We highlighted some of the carriageway roundels are faded (40mph) as well as other white lines so we will put that through to our contractors to be carried out when funding is available. I will pass on the message about the VAS triggering off at 38mph to colleagues in street lighting/traffic signals who deal with these matters. Hopefully this will be rectified very soon. 
· Fireworks at Chelmarsh Cricket Club update:
Equipment from the fireworks still left on the cricket field despite assurances that this would all be cleared away after the event. It was RESOLVED to write to Mr Toogood asking for this to be removed and also to write to the Cricket Club saying that no further permission will be given to allow fireworks to be set off at the ground.

· Any other matters arising:
Confirmation from SC that work at Ingram Lane will commence on 15th January for 3 days with temporary traffic lights in operation. Clerk has notified Mrs Jones after she asked for this work to be chased up through the PC.
Cllr Garrett provided the Clerk with copies of emails/letters between Severn Trent, Environment Agency and Mr King at The Bulls Head for the PC’s information/records.

Following recent slurry removal the road at Church Lane had not been cleared as good as it usually is and a ridge of slurry had been left across property driveway but following the heavy rain the next day the road was washed clear.
Clerk had been notified that the telephone kiosk at Hampton Loade was not working and this had been reported and should be fixed within 5 days. Ref: CM5XEQ68. Clerk asked Cllr Thomas to check if this had been repaired.

Data Protection – Clerk pointed out that the PC should register with the Information Commissioners Office at a cost of £35. New General Data Protection regulations also come into effect in May, but Clerk is still waiting for further advice/information.

Street Lighting – Email from Garry Johnson:

Please find attached the quotation for the replacement of the SOX lanterns in Chelmarsh with LED lanterns. The 3 pole mounted lights require a complete replacement to allow a LED lantern to be fitted. The existing Green control boxes have only a rewireable fuse inside as electrical protection. I have attached some photos showing the new units that will be installed (the lanterns are not the LED ones to be installed). I have also attached a photo of the new LED Lantern. The lantern on the column in Bakehouse Lane is just a straight forward swap..

Total cost is £1970 + VAT. 
It was RESOLVED that this would have to be dealt with under the precept in January. Clerk was asked to enquire from Npower if this would make a reduction in the electricity costs. It was also agreed to sign 2 spare cheques for the Clerk to use prior to the January meeting if necessary.
b) Bank statement: clerk had asked NatWest to make sure that the bank statements are sent at the end of each month.

d) provision of Notice board at Hampton Loade:
Cllr Thomas had installed the new noticeboard and Cllrs thanked him for doing this.
