Parishioner’s time:

The parishioner present once again brought up the speeding issues and vehicles overtaking cars waiting to turn right into Bakehouse Lane or properties on the main road along the Bulls Head straight.

She reported that the Police had been in Eardington twice with the speed guns but not in Chelmarsh.

Incidents are reported to 101 but they do not appear to be interested and ask that this is reported online – this is of no use if you do not have a computer!

The speed of vehicles along Bakehouse Lane was also reported and asked if a 20mph speed limit could be introduced. Clerk and Cllr Tindall felt that this did not meet the criteria but would ask Alice Dilly at SC about this.

Speed strips had been suggested along the main road but these had not yet appeared.

Chairman thanked the parishioner for attending and bringing the matters to the attention of the Parish Council.

Unitary Cllr Tindall report:

Cllr Tindall reported that the planning application for Mr and Mrs Bradley was due to go to Planning Committee in August but as both he and the Agent were away on that date this had been delayed until the September meeting so that they could both attend and speak on the application. There will no doubt also be a site visit.
Environmental Highways Scheme grant – this had been restored to 75% of request and he had asked that Clerk’s are notified of any review before the precept is set at the end of the year.

Clerk thanked Cllr Tindall for obtaining the additional funding.

a) Clerk’s update:
Fly tipping/hedge cutting at The Yeomans:

Clerk confirmed that she had been in touch with STAR Housing who had been out to look a the hedge and confirmed (with photographs) that this did not belong to them and that the tenant has acted correctly in placing the trimmings back in the garden. Cllr Garrett accepted that the hedge was his responsibility.

Dust complaint/reply from South Staffs Water:

‘I spoke to the landlord of the Bull’s Head twice on Tuesday and Richard went up see him on Wednesday.
I did advise him that we would be finished by 6pm on Tuesday (before the pub and garden would be busy) and we finished even earlier on Wednesday (approximately 1 pm). He did contact the Environment Agency who spoke to Richard – they confirmed we were operating within our licence conditions and they did not appear to have any concerns. We also had road sweepers out each day as is our usual practice.

Mr King has written a complaint letter to the Company so he will be receiving an official response from us.’
