Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 28th February 2017 at 7.30pm in Chelmarsh Parish Hall.

Apologies for absence:
Cllrs R Taylor (work) and A Cadwallader (work). It was RESOLVED to accept these apologies.

2.

Minutes of last meeting held on 31st January 2017:
These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED to accept these as a true record and Chairman signed these accordingly.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s update:

Reply from SC re: Mr and Mrs Kenneth Bradley - affordable housing application:
Clerk read the reply from SC and understands from the applicants that a further meeting is being held to discuss this but the problem appears to be for the site not the local connection.

Cllr Tindall confirmed that he will be speaking to the Planning department regarding this and will email the Clerk with any update.

Reply from SC re: parish problems:
1, Covert lane has been put forward for a resurfacing scheme in the new financial year. I received an enquiry from a resident last week and have issued a job to Ringway for the defects to be filled in order to keep the lane in a safe and usable condition.

2, B4555 Kings Arms bends was put forward for resurfacing during the current financial year and this was to include approximately 100m of covert lane. I still do not have any date for this work to take place but in the meantime it is inspected on a monthly basis to ensure defects are repaired asap.

3, The general condition of roads will continue to deteriorate due to budgets being reduced year on year and prices increasing. We do what we can but unfortunately it is, to a large extent, out of our hands.

4, I am not aware of any further accidents along the lane recently, unfortunately if the police do not report them to us (or the police are not informed) then we have no way of knowing it has happened. This may need to be taken up further with Alice Dilly as a traffic issue.

5, As replied separately a new grit bin will be installed imminently. Cllr Thomas is still asking for a second bin and will continue to contact Andy Oliver.

Cllr Bebb commented on the damaged road verges along the Hampton Loade road down towards the reservoir which have been damaged by lorries/tractors and require tidying up. Unitary Cllr Tindall offered to take this up with Graham Downes at Bridgnorth Highways.
b) Meadow house update:
No update received and no further problems reported to Clerk.

It was RESOLVED to bring item 9d forward Unitary Cllr Tindall’s report forward:

9d – Unitary Cllr’s report:

Cllrs Tindall reported on the following:

· ROW – he had talked to Sonia Hobbs and as the problems had not been resolved he will contact Shona at ROW to see if anything is being done and will also check the Definitive map on the status of the paths.

· Explained the reason behind selling off some of the SC assets.

· Budget explained.

· Highway Maintenance Scheme – these have been sent out to Clerks and require completing a.s.a.p.

· Elections – 5th 4th May. Requested any help to deliver his brochures around the parish – Cllr Bebb suggested that perhaps his wife might help while delivering Church Quiz sheets to each household.

Chairman thanked Cllr Tindall for attending the meeting.

Clerk confirmed that she had looked on the SC website regarding the Hodge Nicholls application and it appears that this has been approved.

Clerk also confirmed that grants funding had been received from the Transparency Code to pay the Clerk any extra hours she has worked upgrading the website. As this work exceeds the hours the PC pay the Clerk for ‘normal’ duties Clerk had used 50% of this funding to cover additional hours which amounted to a difference in salary this month of £222.05 which it was RESOLVED to pay with a cheque.
