Apologies for absence:

Cllr R Taylor (work due to meeting being altered), Unitary Cllr Tindall. It was RESOLVED to accept these apologies.

Minutes of last meeting held on 22nd November 2016:

These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED that these be signed as a true record.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s update:
Clerk asked if the grit bins had been provided at Hampton Loade but Cllr Thomas confirmed that he had offered to meet/collect/site grit bins but had no response from Andy Oliver. Cllr will chase this.
Clerk noticed in the minutes that a copy of Stottesdon and Sidbury Parish Plan had been requested to look at – Clerk provided a copy and Cllr Cadwallader took this to look at and would pass it on to other Cllrs.

Cllr Davies queried if permission had been granted for the application at Hodge Nicholls Farm – Clerk would look into this.
Bus Shelters – Clerk noticed that provision of these bus shelters had been queried. Clerk pointed out that grants were available from SC and then the PC normally pay the remainder but would ask Highley PC.

Neighbour Watch Co-ordinator might need replacing when the present co-ordinator sells her property.

Planning applications:

a)  Reference: 16/05874/FUL

Proposal: Erection of an affordable three bedroom dwelling and parking, formation of vehicular access
 Address: Proposed affordable dwelling south of Sutton Barn, Chelmarsh
Applicant: Thomas Hotchkiss
Concern had been expressed by a neighbour regarding the visibility and speed of traffic using this road.

After discussions it was RESOLVED to send in the following comments:

Whilst Cllrs support the application the following concerns were expressed:
Access: - 
This is onto a very busy/narrow stretch of road which incorporates a brow of a hill.
Vehicles speed along this road.
There are already a number of accesses along a short stretch of road next to this site.
The splay should be large enough to see oncoming traffic safely.

Cllrs are also concerned that this site could see requests for further development and due to the above access problems would request that no further development on this site be allowed.


b) Any others received after issue of agenda:
None received.
Clerk pointed out that Mr Ken Bradley had requested a further ‘local connection’ letter which she had sent in as it appears from Cllr Tindall’s email that they are having problems proving connection and agreement for the site to build.

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk writes to Claire Hughes at Shropshire Council pointing out once again the connection to the parish is over 100 years.

Planning permissions/refusals:

a) Any received after issue of agenda – none received Clerk now has the emails re-directed back to herself.

Financial matters:

a) Accounts to be paid:  Clerk’s fees (paid standing order). Clerk informed Cllrs that she had made a mistake with 6 out of 10 payments of salary which has resulted in an overpayment of approximately £20 to the Clerk..Clerk offered to deduct this amount from her next salary but after discussions it was RESOLVED that this is accepted as a mistake and Clerk confirmed that future salary would be worked out at the correct amount. Clerk also pointed out that she does in fact work far more hours than she is paid for.

Clerk asked if  Councillors would pay towards the SLCC subscription again this year sharing this with Stottesdon - £50 offered.

It was RESOLVED that all these accounts are paid.
