Parishioner’s time:

Mr and Mrs Garrett attended the meeting to raise 2 points;

· Use of speed guns in the village. They had reported to the Police via 101 speeding issues in the village which they had witnessed and was told to go on line to report the matter. They queried if the PC had access to a speed gun (which they thought was perhaps owned by the PC) which could be used and Mr Garrett offered to use this but thought it might be better if there were any neighbouring parishes with the same problem then parishioners could be swapped within the parishes to avoid any repercussions. Speed check signs were also queried. It was agreed that the Clerk emails PC Ann O’Leary asking her if there is a speed gun belonging to the parish and pointing out that there may be a parishioner willing to help.
· The second point was that Mr Garrett was interested in joining the PC if there was a space. Clerk explained that as Cllrs are all up for re-election then he could put his papers in but would have to hand deliver these to Shirehall as local collection points had now closed. All 7 Cllrs had filled in their papers which if he completed his this would then trigger an election. Mr Garrett was happy to take the papers and deliver to Shirehall and Clerk gave him the necessary Electoral Roll numbers required.

Chairman thanked Mr and Mrs Garrett and they left the meeting at 7.45pm.

Unitary Cllr Tindall asked if his spot on the agenda could be brought forward.

Minutes of last meeting held on 28th February 2017:

These had been circulated with the agenda and it was pointed out that the local elections were on 4th May not 5th May as stated. These was duly amended and initialled by the Clerk. It was RESOLVED with this amendment that the minutes be signed as a true record. 

With the agreement of all Cllrs Item 9d Unitary Cllrs report was brought forward:

d) Unitary Cllr’s report:

Unitary Cllr Tindall thanked Cllrs for allowing him to speak early and reported on the following:

· Cllr Tindall met with Cllr Bebb and Graham Downes  and went down the lane towards turn off for the reservoir to look at the  severe erosion. It was felt that the damage was being caused by the ‘silt’ lorries from the Water Board over running the edges. Graham Downes will arrange a meeting with the Water Board to discuss the problem but will try to tarmac the passing bays (if money permits), clear gullies and take verge back to where it should be.

· Hampton Loade ferry – Enquiries had been made with Tina Woodward (Alveley PC) who had done some work on this and provided Cllr Tindall with some information. A grant of £17,000 had been made and a new ferry boat had been made but the ferry is now upside down in the water with the landing stage in a bad state. Cllr Tindall is happy to keep investigating this and will email out copies of the information he has so far to the clerk to pass on to Cllrs. The other side of the river belongs to the National Trust (Dudmaston). Cllr Tindall will also make enquiries to ascertain if the ferry needs to be licenced.

· Affordable Home for Mr and Mrs Bradley. Finally the SC Officer has agreed that they have satisfied the ‘local need’ policy and Cllr Tindall is working closely with the applicants and the Planning Officer to try to solve the problem.
· Kings Arm site – s106 contribution has been reduced due to legislation saying developments of 10 or less do not pay the affordable housing contribution.

· For Information Only:

Application for Lawful Development Certificate in respect of existing use of land used and maintained as residential garden land – Brookfields, Astbury. Clerk asked Cllr Tindall about this. The Parish Council had received an application last year for a gymnasium on this site and it appears that as this was possibly agricultural land used as garden then a certificate is needed for this use and suspect that a further planning application will be submitted once this is approved.

Cllr Tindall was thanked for his report and he left the meeting at 8.10pm.

· SC response to parish problems reported:

Andy Oliver: As mentioned Covert lane has been put forward for resurfacing in the new financial year and orders are issued for defect repairs following routine inspections.

I think one grit bin should be sufficient for this stretch of road. It has been placed on the long bank for use by residents. 

· Blocked drain notified at The Glebe – reported to SC and this has been added to the list when they have the jetter in the area. Cllr Williams reported that the footpaths have been resurfaced at The Glebe.

Chelmarsh PCC – Cllr Bebb asked if the amount could be increased from £450 as it costs more than this amount to maintain the churchyard. Clerk explained that this was the amount put in the precept last year and it could have been increased this year but any extra funding could be taken from reserves. Cllr Bebb proposed that the amount be increased to £550 with the extra taken from reserves. It was RESOLVED to increase the donation to £550 and to pay all the other cheques.
Cllr Cadwallader declared an interest as Secretary.

 Any others received after issue of agenda

£300 paid into a/c for Transparency Code Grant to enable Clerk to update website. Clerk explained that this money was for time spent updating the website and could be paid to the Clerk if the hours she is paid for is not enough to cover this extra work. Clerk explained that the recommended scale of pay has increased twice snce she started working for the PC without her salary being adjusted so she would work out the correct fee for the next meeting. 
Clerk also pointed out that there was a difference of £8 overpaid between the actual salary and that paid by Standing Order but felt that as she does not claim any petrol allowance and often works more hours than she is paid felt that she should not be asked to re-pay this. RESOLVED to accept this and that the Clerk looks into the correct salary for next month.

Cllr Thomas reported that the notice board at Hampton Loade was in a bad state of repair with no keys to unlock it. It was RESOLVED to look into costings for a new board.
