Parishioner’s time:

Mrs Garrett commented that she understood that the PC had received an email from SC regarding the speeding issues and it was queried where these figures came from. She had once again witnessed speeding/overtaking vehicles along this stretch of road outside her property and is extremely concerned that there will be a fatality.

Mr Higgins also commented that he walked up Bakehouse Lane and 2 Corsa’s were overtaking and just managed to get back onto the correct side of the road before the Church corner!

Cllrs thought that SC would be putting the cables across the road to monitor the speed but no one is aware that this has happened.

After discussions it was agreed that the Clerk writes and asks SC where the figures were obtained from and perhaps invite Alice Dilly to the next PC meeting and if no success write to the Police Crime Commissioner who had offered help.

It was once again pointed out to dial 101 and give registration numbers or do this online.

Ken Downing from Astbury attending together with Sarah Arnold (who has worked for Ken for 4.5 years) to explain the proposed planning application they will be sending to SC shortly which is a continuation of their previous application. 
The Clerk pointed out that the PC could not make any decision on this application tonight and that they would have to wait for the plans from SC and Ken and Sarah understood this.

This is a re-design and the original homes will be reduced from 11 to 9. The previous permission commenced up to the first inspection.
They are on the verge of signing a deal with a major hotel chain for the hotel side of the business and they have suggested dwellings should be more intimate, better views etc. It is hoped that these will attract a different clientele which should benefit the whole area including local businesses etc.

The new hotel facility will include spa/host weddings/corporate days/functions etc. At present they employ 31 people but when the development is complete could employ between 220-230 people.

Sarah explained that they wanted to work closely with everyone and that they had already met with Ian Kilby from SC and were due to meet George Candler from SC in next couple of weeks.

Ken and Sarah handed out an ‘artists impression’ of what the site will hopefully look like – the layout has been completely revised.

They hope to have ‘horse and carriage’ weddings and to connect with the SVR especially at the Eardington Station.
They have had a professional traffic survey done and are happy to share this with the PC.

Ken commented on the vehicles that go down the bank by his front entrance and end up in his field and he also commented about the state of the road from Eardington to Bridgnorth.

Chairman thanked Ken and Sarah for attending and they left the meeting.

Minutes of last meeting held on 25th July 2017:
These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED to accept these as a true record and the Chairman signed these accordingly.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s update: 
Response from SC re: issues raised at Hampton Loade/footpath along main road. 

Cllr Thomas was disappointed with the response regarding providing a footpath from School Lane towards the old Kings Arm to link up with present footpath as he had witnessed people having to jump onto the verge/hedge to avoid traffic. He queried if there could be any traffic calming put along there. It was pointed out that there is a ‘pedestrian’ warning sign.
Cllr Thomas is unaware as to whether SC have been and carried out a litter pick at Hampton Loade and it was decided to write to Birmingham Anglers who use this to ask them to take litter home. Cllr Thomas will supply Clerk with address.

It was also queried if a box in the middle of the road by the Bulls Head for people turning into Bakehouse Lane would slow the traffic down?

If Alice Dilly agrees to come to the meeting then this can be discussed.

b) Meadow house update: Nothing received and no further problems reported.
Cllr Cadwallader reported that the Old Vicarage were ‘back in school’.

Planning permissions/refusals:

Cllr Williams confirmed that he had attended the site meeting and the planning committee meeting today and spoke on behalf of the PC on the application at Springvale Farm. This was supported unanimously by the Planning Committee and permission was granted.
Clerk confirmed that she had received an email from the Bradley family thanking the PC for their help and support with this application.

Financial matters:

a) Accounts to be paid:  

Clerk’s fees (paid standing order), HMRC PAYE -£147.60 (2 months), Wicksteed Leisure (Play equipment safety inspection) - £54.60, SALC account re: training  - £130.

It was RESOLVED to pay all these accounts.
b) Bank statement – shown to Cllrs and initialled by Cllr Thomas
c) Audit – Clerk confirmed that this had come back with no issues raised. Auditors did contact the Clerk asking if the PC operated petty cash and the Internal Auditor emailed Mazars to confirm that they didn’t.
d) Income - Environmental Maintenance Grant for 2017/18 - £1508.64 has been paid into the bank account. Clerk reported that Cllr Tindall had worked hard to get this increased.
VAT return - £43.75

e) provision of Notice board at Hampton Loade/email from SVR:
Cllr Thomas had asked a few months ago about replacing the notice board at Hampton Loade and the SVR had emailed the Clerk complaining about the board which was rotten etc. Clerk had made enquiries regarding replacement boards and produced several quotes for outside/waterproof boards ranging in sizes/prices. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk orders a board suitable to be able to take 4xA4 size sheets of paper at a cost of approximately £77+VAT. Cllr Thomas was happy to fix this board to a piece of board and posts and update with posters. Clerk asked for a signed cheque for this order which was agreed for the Clerk to obtain the best deal.

· Playing field Small gate/stile update following temporary repair by SC – agreed to leave this at present.
· Complaint from Hampton Loade resident – Clerk had sent email to Cllrs from SC and it was RESOLVED that Cllr Thomas find the address of the Birmingham Anglers and the Clerk would write to them for their support in keeping this area tidy.
· Complaint from Mrs Russell, Old School, Chelmarsh re: Overgrown verges on car park – Clerk confirmed that she spoke to Richard Millington who dealt with this complaint the same day.
· SC – Alice Dilly - Speeding through Chelmarsh – this had been talked about earlier in the meeting – Clerk will write to Alice Dilly inviting her to the next meeting.
· Planning query re: marquees at Astbury Hall – the permission for these marquees had expired. It was felt that when the planning application comes in which had been explained by the owner earlier, this could be dealt with then. Clerk confirmed that she had written to SC but had not received a reply.
