 Annual return:
Clerk had completed all sections of the Annual Return and read out that questions regarding the Annual Governance Statement. All Cllrs answered the questions and it was RESOLVED that the accounts be signed off by the Chairman and Clerk.

Parish problems:

· Playing field Small gate/stile – Clerk received an email pointing out that the stile was rotten and Cllr Garrett went to look at  this and confirmed that it was not safe. Clerk photographed the stile and it was RESOLVED to ask ROW if they could replace this with a kissing wicket with perhaps a suggestion of a kissing wicket at the other ends of the path.
· Cllr Williams also pointed out that the stile crossing onto his property from Forresters Farm was in need of replacement but would prefer a stile to kissing wicket. Clerk will ask about this at the same time.

· Cllr Cadwallader also pointed out that the stile by Mrs Shelley’s at Yew Tree Cottage, The Common had not been dealt with – Cllr Tindall was aware of this problem.

· Cllr Garrett suggested that fly tipping had taken place onto his land from a property on The Yeomans – he says that the hedge had been cut and the cutting thrown over into his field. Clerk thought that if the hedge belonged to mr Garrett and was overhanging the neighbouring property then they were within their rights to cut it and to give the cutting back to the owner. Clerk will check this out.
· Cllr Garrett had been contacted by the landlord at The Bulls Head regarding the amount of dust being caused by the tractors working on behalf of the South Staffs Water Board. Clerk had been notified that this work would be carried out and understood that the properties would have letters dropped through their doors. This had happened but the pub suffered a lot through dust on vehicles in the car park etc. Clerk offered to write to South Staffs Water regarding this but as the work was now complete the matter was resolved. It was unfortunate that this happened due to the dry weather.

· Footpath covered with weeds along the Bulls Head straight – Richard Millington dealt with it today!

· 40mpoh sign post broken downa t the top of Bakehouse Lane – dealt with today.

· Speeding van – overtook 3 cars along the Bulls Head straight. There had also been an accident the day before but the circumstances were not clear although it was thought speeding was not the cause.

· Clerk pointed out that the hedge was overhanging the footpath in Bakehouse Lane. This belonged to Cllr Garrett who confirmed that it had been trimmed back today. Clerk did explain that if the hedge was causing a safety hazard then they could be cut back. The width of the footpath was queried.

· Cars parked along Bakehouse Lane causes problems for other motorists.

Reports (if available) from:

a) Parish Hall Committee – no report available but the fete will be on 8th July.
b) Neighbourhood Watch – Cllr Garrett brought a bag of paperwork from Cheriah who had left the parish.
c) Police – no one available for the meeting tonight. Ther accident had taken place yesterday but was not considered to have been caused through speeding.
d) Unitary Cllr Tindall:
Cllr Tindall gave the following report:

1. Following the local elections the Conservative Group remains the largest party at Shirehall and therefore forms the Administration for the next four years.

2. The Conservative Group, in what can only be described as a coup, voted in a new leader- one Peter Nutting- to replace the very knowledgeable and experienced Malcolm Pate.

3. No doubt as a reward to those who voted him in Mr Nutting disbanded the previous Cabinet and their deputies with the exception of Lee chapman who retains Adult Social care (which no one would want to do.

4. Apart from Lee there are no Conservative Councillors from the South of the County (i.e. from the old South Shropshire and Bridgnorth District Councils) on cabinet or deputies.

5. Instead 4 Cabinet members are from Oswestry, two from Market Drayton and the Speaker is from Oswestry as well.

6. I challenged Mr Nutting about this lack of representation and he could only reply that he had chosen his cabinet and deputies by talent not by geography which is tantamount to saying there are no talented Councillors in the South.

7. Whilst this situation prevails I have resigned the Tory whip and I now sit as an Independent Conservative for the time being.

8. I continue to support the Bradleys in their efforts to gain planning permission for a single affordable plot on Chelmarsh Common.
