Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s update:

Telephones:

2 calls received complaining that telephone had been out of order since October. Clerk chased this with BT who promised to get in touch with customer. The last Clerk heard was that repairs were due to be completed by the beginning of January and as Clerk hadn’t heard anything else assumed that they are all back working.

Blocked drain @ Kings Arm from Andy Oliver – SC:
Just a quick note to let you know that the jetter has also cleared the blockage which was causing water to run from a chamber, along the B4555 by the Kings Arms Pub down towards Hampton Loade Lane

Further response after being told that water is still coming out of drain:

I have had a quick look and it appears that the water is actually coming out of the verge and not the drain (possible a spring as there is a few around this section of road).
I will need to have a further look to see if there is anything we can do to stop this happening but I don’t think it will be an easy fix.

PAYE:

Clerk confirmed that she has struggled to get this get up as HMRC are saying that they require ‘nil’ submissions for the month’s that Elizabeth wasn’t paid. Clerk had emailed the accountant and he has sent a letter back to me which HMRC sent to him.

With effect from March there will be a £100 fine for any errors etc. After speaking to SALC Clerk confirmed that she had been in touch with Diane Malley who operates payroll for other PC’s and she has offered to do this for an annual fee of £50 and £20 to complete this year’s submissions.

Clerk thinks that this is good value for money and cheaper than £100 fine.
